A Pioneer's Death. 

Probably no event of recent date has 
.been received with more profound sor­
row and regret in this community^ 
than the news which reached this city, 
yesterday of the death of Eli Annis,. 
which occurred in Denver on Thursday. 
Mr. Annis had been in poor health tor 
some v?eeks, and recently went to Fort, 
Collins to visit his son, Frank, J. Annis, 
in the hope of recovering hia wonted 
vigor. He was persuaded into taking 
a t r ip into the hills to facilitate recov­
ery; but the altitude had the contrary 
effect, and induced increased heart 
troubles. After returning to Fort Col­
lins, it was thought best to remove him 
to Denver. The change was unavail­
ing, however, and he died there on 
Thursday, as above stated. , 

Mr. Annis was one of the pioneers 
of Greeley, having come here shortly 
after the founding of the colony. He 
was a man of more than ordinary • 
merit and intelligence, and was re­
spected and beloved by all. His death 
was totally unexpected by his friends, 
and the shock is therefore much more 
keenly felt,—Weld County (Col.) Dem­
ocrat. Mi'. Annis was a lormer resi­
dent of this place, and has, many; 
friends here who will be shocked to 
learn of his heath.
