Wo strive to warn farmers in this 
vicinity cf the many swindles that arc 
being carried on in this state at present. 
The following from an exchange ex­
poses another gang of' swindlers who 
are working the unwatchful farmer in 
different parts of this state: "There is 
now in existance another gang of 
swindlers, who are operating through 
Michigan. They sell apple trees oa 
the following terms: The agent calls 
on the farmer to sell him trees. He 
does not ask any pay for them, but 
simply desires the farmer to plant them 
on shares. The agent or his company 
furnishes the trees, the farmer plants 
them, and the company is to get half 
the fruit for 12 years from tim« of 
planting. The farmer binds himself 
to keep the trees pruned, etc., and also, 
if he sells his farm any time before the 
J2 years expires, he must, pay for the 
trees at the rate of $1.50 each. For 
this he gives a bond or agreement as 
security to the agent for |500, and this 
bond is registered against the land. 
The farmer of course does not know 
this. In course of two or three months 
another man comes along looking for 
a farm. He calls at the house and teUfl 
the fanner his farm is just what ho 
wants. He has the cash to pay down, 
and he offers him all or more than the 
farm is worth. They make a deal, but, 
of course, before he pays any money 
down he wants to go and examine the 
records at the register's office, to which 
place he and the farmer proceed. 
They find the bond registered against 
the place for §500, and the farmer, 
rather than miss so good a sale, pavB 
the $500 in order to give a clear"titreS 
He then looks up Ijis friend who has' 
purchased his farm, but he is nowhere 
to be found. He only then learns that 
ho has been swindled out of his 
money;1
