Of Interest U» Tobacro Wm. 
The commissioner of internal revenue' 

has issued a circular prohibiting the 
use by manufacturers of cigars, cigar­
ettes, or tobacco when put up in statu­
tory packages, o£ labels, containing, 
"any promise or oa$M* of, or any order 
or certificate for, any gift, prise, prem­
ium, payment or vf/ward.'* This regu­
lation is to tak« effect September 1, 
1900. The view of the law taken by 
Commissioner Wilson was sustained by 
the United States^ns,tarict court of West 
Virginia in a recent decision. The 
order of Commissioner Wilson will not 
prevent. manufacturers from sending 
prize coupons to retailers for dissemin­
ation among the purchasers of their 
goods, but is designed' to prohibit the 
use of the statutory package as a dis­
tributor of gift enterprises.
