Kerosene , Dange rous and 
E x p l o s i v e 

State Oil Inspector Neal of 
NorthvilUi is trying to get people 
to remember that "harrying ap' 
firtes iu cook stoves and beating 
stoves is very likely to result in 
a hurry-op call for the ambulance 
if not for the undertaker. 

A number of deaths have result­
ed from this cause the past year. 
Mr. Neal says, "and many more 
are likely to occur. People do 
not seen to understand that 
kerosene when heated to a tem­
perature of 121 degrees, produces 
just as deadly and powerful as 
gasoline. The only difference is 
that gasoline produces an explos­
ive vapor at about 70 degrees of 
heat instead of 121. Thrown \in a 
hot stove whether containing fire 
or not, kerosene will almost im­
mediately produce the exploehe 
vapor and when the lighted match 
comes in contact, the doings com­
mence. Unless death is sought 
kerosene should under no circum­
stances be po a red into a stove 
from a can. The taking of strych­
nine or looking down the barrel of 
a gun is much safer." 

"If people must use kerosene 
for kindling or -hurrying up of 
fires a small quantity should be 
poured into a cup and tnrown 
from that into the stove. If a 
blaze is then needed to ignite it, 
use a long paper taper and keep at 
a safe distance when touching it 
oft The process will produce 
the desired results and even \tben 
there is apt to be enough excite­
ment for the average individual."
