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Mortgage T a x e s 

Auditor General Fuller is of 
the opinion the state will secure 
practically every cent coming to 
;t under the new law providing for 
a specific tax on mortgages. 

He states that the provisions of 
the bill are such that holders of 
mortgages mu&t necessarily pay 
their taxes, pointing to tbe clauses 
which require tbe holders to have 
a certificate from county treasurers 
showing that the tax has been 
paid, before they can either cancel 
the mortgage or foreclose one. 

County treasures are not so well 
pleased as they might be with the 
new law, in view of the fact that 
it co,ntains no provision for com­
pensation for the extra service 
they are called upon to preform. 
Tbe law requires them to furnish 
an affidavit of the payment of the 
tax, in the case or mortgages at 
present in force the owners of 
which wish to pay the specific 
tax in order to avoid paying the 
ad valorem tax. There is also the 
certificate to issue for all mort­
gages on which the tax is paid, 
and the tax money to handle and 
remit one half to the state—State 
Journal.
