GEORGIA'S NEW DRY LAWS. 

Newspapers, Periodicals and Billboards 
"' 'Affected by latest M assure. 

Bills prohibiting publication of liquor 
Advertisements In Georgia and limiting 
the amount of liquor individuals may 
have shipped into tbe state have been 
passed by the legislature. The meas­
ures, which supplement a bill already 
nasaed prohibiting manufacture or sale 
Within the state of any drink contain­
ing more than one-half of 1 per cent 
Alcohol, are understood to have the ap­
proval of Governor Harris. 

The antishipplng bill provides that a 
person may receive from outside tbe 
State only two quarts of liquor, one 
gallon of wine and forty-eight pints of 
beer each month. The other measure 

jprevents advertising liquor in any 
%»nner in periodicals, newspapers, 
billboards or otherwise. Both will be­
come effective May 1, 1916.
