The principal argument against the 
new addition is that it will raise the 
tu:;es, and tnat the school tax at the 
present time is the biggest tax levied 
in this district. We douDt that it will 
uo this to any great degree. At the 
present time the school district only 
pays a small portion of the money re­
quired to keep the school running. 
The amount paid by the district is 
only about one-fifth. For instance in 
the school terms of l(J33-34 although 
the sum of $10,601.46 was required 
to operate the Pinckney school only 
*>1783.02 was raised by taxation in 
this district. Not all of this was col­
lected. $2,314,72 was received from 
the primary fund, $3,840.00 was re­
ceived in tuition and $1,998.00 from 
the Thatcher-Saur law. The balance 
came from the Turner fund, library 
fund, bank dividends, delinquent tax 
etc. 

In the term from 1934-35, $8,860-
.86 was required to operate the school. 
¢1,838.65 was raised in the district 
by taxation, $3,893.50 was received 
from tuition and $1,925.85 from the 
primary fund. The balance came from 
the same sources as above. From this 
it can be seen that although the dis­
trict has full control of the poli­
cies of the school district it only pays 
about one-fifth of the cost of operat­
ing the schooL 

This school is not only desirable 
from an educational standpoint but 
iJso from a financial one. It will take 
irom ten months to a year to com­
plete it. Several hundred men will be 
employed from start to finish, Places 
will have to be found here for them 
to stay. As many local men as possible 
will be employed and their paychecks 
will be spent here bringing prosperity 
and buying power to the people of 
this vicinity. The merchants, people 
who have houses to rent, the 
farmers and in fact everyone in this 
section cannot help but benefit by it. 

As regards raising the school tax 
4 mills that is not excessive if the 
object is worthwhile. Howell pays 9 
mills school tax, Fowle?ville 11, 
Brighton 12.6 and Dexter 7 Dexter 
got around raising the tax by boost­
ing the valuation. 

Let us not take a selfish att i tude 
and just because our children are 
grown up and through school vote 
down the opportunity tq jmprove our 
educational facilities and provide our 
neighbors children with the same op­
portunity that we would wish our own 
to enjoy. Remember that— ' A
