Dr. Leigh Colvin a t the nat ional 
pi'ohibition conference last week, 
s tated that the supreme court would 
scon declar. ' the repeal of the 18th 
amendment unconst i tu t ional , . nd ur­
ged his followers to proceed on th-i 
theory that prohibit ion is still a par t 
of the const i tut ion. We fear the doc­
tor is allowing his enthusiasm to 
car ry him away. Tht rep .a l amend­
ment was hga l ly carr ied out. It was 
passed by congress and a two-thirds 
major i ty of the state legislatures. As 
far as we know there has been no 
meve made to have it declared un­
const i tut ional. Prohibi t ion was all 
right in theory, b*ut it was found im­
possible to enforce it under the pres­
ent two-party system. Also the sen­
t iment against it usually resulted in 
acqui t ta ls cf those violat ing the1 law. 

Tile Kalamazoo Cazet te, in com­
ment ing -on Cov. Fi tzgerald 's civil 
r1ervice agi tat ion, says that for the 
peopl • to be for it h not en ugh. The 
commission appointed can merely 
work out a plan which the legislature 
is not forced t.i accept. In the past 
the legislature has not been wil l ing 
to ru'cepf the leadership of the gov­
ernor and there is no a-surance that 
th y will do so in this case. In the 
coming campaign every candidate f'-r 
the .legislature should be asked to 
commit' himself in regard to civil ser­
vice. Only by this means can a civil 
service, law be obtained. So it can 
lie s en that this movement has a long 
way to go bef - re fulfi l lment is ar­
rived at.
