Ann Arbor strengthened their 
team by adding the two Busters and 
tilte Judson brothers.

Searles v kd off 
with a triple, Culver singled, Ferrell 
flied out, Dilloway was safe on an 
error and Hainei also tripled; Dinkel 
singhd, Smiih forced Dinkel at sec­
ond and Lamb grounded out. Re"\rlc--
scored in the third, Miller in the fifth 
Lamb in the seventh, and Dilloway 
and Dinkel in the eighth. Haines 
shut out Ann Arbor until the fifth 
whin they got two runs on doubles 
by Rufus and Buster and a single by 
Squeak Judson.
