Brewer has been arrested a num­
ber of times for drunkenness and 
had his drivers license taken away. 
He got it back last year. Olga was 
•was his third wife. He has a 17 
year old daughter by his first wife. 
His mother is in California. Six 
years ago while doing a painting job 
In Pinckney he met Olga and marr­
ed her after a three day courtship. 
She is the daughter of Adolph Hart-
man of Pinckney but lived wth her 
grandmother, Mrs. Amelia Rhein 
berger in the village 

Brewer made a practise of beating 
her up. She was often seen with a 
black eye and 2 years ago he broke 
her arm. She had a three year old 
son and lost a baby last year as a 
result of a beating he gave her.
