Dear Friends and Neighbors:

The fire is out now, and as tragic as it was,
the whole thing.

family. And who will be fo blame? It won't be the fire department, or the
weather, or roads. THE ONLY PERSON TO BLAME IS YOU! You are th*
person that can protect your home and family more than anyone else, be-
cause you live there. You make the conditions.

Fire is one of God's great gifts to man. Without fire your automobile
would be useless. Nearly all the electricity you use is possible only by the
use of fire. You depend upon fire for heat—-for preparation of food—in fact
nearly everything you use or see has, in one way or another, been processed
or manufactured by the use of heat. The very sun which we could nor sur-*
vive without is fire. So, if you really care about your family and home, try
these few simple measures of safe living with fire.

1. Is the electrical wiring in your home or buildings safe? Are you using,
fuses larger than 15 Amps? Do you know that several appliances or
extension cords plugged into one outlet can cause the wires to become
red hot?

2. Is your furnace or heating stove cleaned and inspected before win-'
ter use? h your chimney clean and solid? Has your furnace or hot water
boiler proper safety controls operating it? Are oil and air filters kept
clean and in use?

3. Do you allow trash or things which will burn easily to accumulate—
pile up in basements or close to heating systems, or near buildings?

4. As you able to get out of the windows of your house? have you ever * :
instructed your family about how they should get out of your house in
case it would catch on fire?

5. Do you have enough air or ventilation entering your house during the
heating months? You cannot survive without air. Neither can a fire. Let
us look at it this way. Picture yourself in a building heated with ah oil
stove or gravity feed oil furnace. The weather is cold, so to save, money
on fuel, we close all the windows. After awhile the fire has used,up all
the air or oxygen in the building, The fire goes out. Now the stoye if -
still very hot and carbon in the fire pot will remain red hot for sqme ••
time. The unburned oil in the stove becomes gas fumes, the only possi-
ble place for fresh air to come from is down the chimney, and in most *
cases, when this new supply of fresh air reaches the interior of the hot
stove, there is an explosion. Since you are in the building also with no- .
air to breath you are either dead or terribly groggy from lack of oxygen
—so now you have a nice fire on your hands. So leaving a window
open or some other opening in the house for air to enter in may save

your life.

6. Never try to light your oil stove while it is hot. Should it run out of
oil or become plugged, let the stove cool off, and if you don't feel sure .
of yourself, call someone who knows what they are doing. His service
charge may save your life,

7. We are all human and we are subject to mistakes, otherwise pencils
wouldn't need erasers—so BE CAREFUL—take time to teach yourself and
family fir* safety. Be strict about litter and trash. We cannot expect our
children to know if we do not take time to teach them. The bast way to
enjoy life is to stay alive.
