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MICHIGAN STATE PARKS

The Michigan state park systexm
celebrated its 40th birthday. this
week. About 18 million people
are expected to make use of the
states’ 79 parks.

The state park system was
and the state
park commission replaced in 1921
by Gov. Alex Groesbeck when
he set up the Micjjgan Dept. of
Conservation, which then had
charge of natural resources and
public lands.

The first state park was creat-

ed in 1895 when Mackinac Is- |

land was made a state park and
‘ruled by a board of commission-
ers. Most of the state parks
were gifts and very small. .

The Dodge family of Detroit
gave the state a number of parks.
Other families did likewise. Most
are still in use but they have been
enlarged by land purchases. The
first parks were manly used by
people in the area near then as
30 or 40 miles was an all day
trip. Only 250,000 people re-
gistered at the parks in 1922. By
1947, 17 millién were counted
‘and the indications are there will
‘be- more this year.

Veterans Affairs
Now Big Business

The Veterans Administration
has become American's second
link with the government. First
is the tax taking Internal Re-
venue Dept. At the last count,
June 30, 1958 the VA had class-
ified 22,727,000 citizens as veter-
ans. In his budget for the fiscal
year starting July 1, President Ei-
senhower asked for $6,000,000,-
000 to cover veterans benefits
and spending. All of the 22
million are eligible for benefits
and this does not include the men
and women who entered the ser-
vice after Jan. 1, 1955.

Surviving veterans date back
to the Indian Wars which took
place between 1860 - 1898. The
only surviving veteran of the civil
war is Gen. Walter Williams, 116,

confederate veteran who began

collecting after June, 1958. Un-
til 2 few years ago, benefits were
still being paid to widows of vet-
erans of the Mexican War fought
way back in 1845. These were
mostly young girls who married
Mexican veterans to get the wi-
dows pension.

This practice started up again
when civil war pensions were
granted until congress passed a
law refusing to pay soldiers wi-
dows' pension who were married
after a certain date.

At present 44, 483 Spanish
war veterans are receiving pen-
sions. In addition a million par-
ents and widows draw pensions.

World War | veterans are ar-
riving at the pension age but the
biggest grant to World War 1 vet-
erans is yet to come, although
both receive hospitalization. 221,-
000 persons are employed at 171
veterans hospitals. There are 67
regional offices and 17 soldiers
homes.

Pensions have increased with
the high cost of living. Pension
granted after the civil war ranged
from $8 to $20 a month.
